Youth who are interested in joining Teen
Community Connections must be between
the ages of 13 and 18 and be registered with
the Supported Child Development Program
run through the Queen Alexandra Centre for
Children (VIHA).

Participants can be supported up to 3 days
per week during the school year, and for

5 weeks during the summer term.

If interested in the program, please first
contact Supported Child Development at
250-721-6961 to register and confirm eligibil-
ity for Teen Community Connections.

You may be placed on a waitlist until a well

matched space becomes available.

Once space eligibility is confirmed for the
Teen Community Connections program, the
coordinator will meet with the applicant and
family to discuss specific needs and goals so

that activities can be chosen accordingly.
